ATTENTION LAKE HERON RESIDENTS! 
 
"An item to think about this month is your Sprinkler system.  Ron and I, at CRR Sun 
Team, have managed a number of properties here in Lake Heron and the 
Hammocks.   A big concern for our clients is water usage.    
 
The Sprinkler system control unit in the garage can get damp causing the 
contacts to fail to operate as when they are new.  A simple fix would be to clock 
(turn) the knob of your system once a month.  This will help keep the contacts clear 
of any debris that might have accumulated.  While you are doing this check your 
watering schedule and any sprinkler heads that might have broken off."

Gardening in Florida  - by Ruth Copeland  
 
It is a bit difficult to write about gardening with 
our cool weather.  At least our citrus trees will 
benefit from the cold as the cold weather 
concentrates sweetness in the fruit.  It is time to 
plant pansies, geraniums, snapdragons, violas and 
petunias. 
I don’t mind the cold and have planted all my 
geraniums this past week.  We planted two dozen 
red geraniums in the planting area at the Lake 
Heron Drive entrance. It will add some color 
during the winter.   Both the signs at Aaron Court 
and Lake Heron Drive will get their annual 
Christmas decorations. 
I went to a Master Gardeners plant fest recently 
and bought a dozen Coral Amaryllis bulbs.  
Someone had divided theirs and made the bulbs 
available.  They are planted in our garden section 
along the park walk (note all the flags in one area).  
Maybe they will bloom this winter, or certainly 
next winter.   
If you receive an amaryllis for the holidays water  

 
 
it sparingly, wait for the leaves to die back, and 
then plant the bulb slightly below the soil level.  It 
should bloom next year.  
Just a reminder about our irrigation systems.  
With the time change your irrigation system may 
not currently be operating within the law.  You 
must not irrigate after 8:00AM, or before 6:00PM 
and you can only run your system once a week on 
the day specified for your address.  Southwest 
Florida Water Management District has set the 
minimum fine at $100 for a first offense and 
asked Pasco County Code Compliance Division to 
patrol subdivisions looking for violations.
