Enter Neil Van Dorsten and Ron King.  Neil and Ron formed a partnership and purchased the 43 acre parcel, 
clubhouse, pool, tennis court and all.  While we can’t confirm the price, it was rumored that $175,000 bought 
everything.    What ever the cost, it was a fire-house sale and those Lake Heron residents who purchased their 
homes from Van Dorsten-King benefited from the low land cost. 
 
The plat map in the association’s possession for Lake Heron and The Hammocks is dated April 23, 1992.  In 
1992, hurricane Andrew devastated the Miami area.  Construction at Lake Heron was delayed while the state 
passed revised wind related construction rules. Lake Heron residences were built to meet the new wind resistant 
rules.  Rather than the original developers plan for condominiums, the 1992 plat shows individually owned lots 
with co-adjoining villas just as we see them today.  The street names have some personal connection with the 
developers.  Keating Way in The Hammocks is named for Neil Van Dorsten’s son, and Aaron Court in Lake 
Heron is named after Ron and Sheila’s son Aaron.  The initial price in 1992 for the Sandpiper model (1,288 sq. ft. 
w/single car garage) was $69,900.  The Heron model (1,958 sq.ft.) with a two car garage and on the pond was 
$99,900. 
 
Our pond’s irregular shape indicates it is not a typical Florida body of water resulting from a sink hole.  Ron King 
confirms that it was a borrow pit dug to provide sand or gravel.  During the excavation process they exposed a 
natural spring which now supplies Lake Heron (the pond) with a constant supply of fresh water.  The pond has an 
out-flow pipe which is interconnected with other ponds nearby thereby controlling the pond’s dept at an average 
of eight feet.  The deepest part is 13 feet.  All of the eight acre pond bed is owned by the individual lot owners 
who live on the lake shore except for some common area in the park and behind the clubhouse. 
 
The park came about because the park and RV Storage area were too small to develop as individual lots.  The 
county required that an emergency access connect the dead end of Lake Heron Drive with Aaron Court.  Our park 
is that access lane.  In 1998 the board, at Mike Benjamin’s suggestion, dedicated that overgrown wilderness area 
as a community park.  A small plaque on the fence next to the park entrance off Lake Heron Drive 
commemorates Mike’s effort and vision.  In 2004, Don Robertson used his trusty machete to clear the overgrown 
wilderness in the north area of the park and a formal landscaping plan was created for the entire park.

Palm Trees - The Association does not fertilize palms, but they do need special fertilizer about four times 
a year.  The University of South Florida extension service recommends a “Palm Special” of 10-5-15, or 12-
6-18 be spread during February, May, August and October.  Fertilizer for palms also contains magnesium 
and manganese, essential elements.  The fertilizer package will explain how much to apply around the base 
of the tree.
