Goodbye Freeze, Hello Spring Flowers

An unusual frost blanketed Lake Heron in January

I have lived in Florida 28 years and learned, by
experience, that a February frost is possible. But I
like to think positive. Don’t be hasty about planting
replacement flowers, or trimming back shrubs. Many
shrubs look dead now, but the rule of thumb is to wait
at least two weeks before cutting back. First take a
sharp object and gently scrape the bark on the branch.

If green shows it means “it lives”. Don’t break or cut

off branches until you make this test. You don’t want
to expose tender live branches in case there is another
cold spell. Foliage may look ugly, droopy, and tired
but give it time to recover and for new growth to
appear.

Our lawn crew will also wait, so be patient and
considerate. - Ruth Copeland

For several months I have been speaking with
alligator specialists, including a supervisor at the state
Alligator Hotline, about our pond. In 2007, a resident
gator was removed from Lake Heron. That gator was

Our
pond has an abundance of turtles and fish. Alligators
feed on turtles and fish, especially weak and dying
ones. They are nature’s garbage collectors. They also
help control the population of ducks in a pond. Many
residents around the pond have said they would like a
small gator in the pond.

State trappers will relocate a small one, but not one
that has been a pest somewhere else. Alligators won’t
stay in a pond that isn’t aquatic friendly with some
natural vegetation somewhere along the shore line.
