Lawn and Landscape Watering 
 

Have you noticed a few very dry lawns around the 
neighborhood lately?  We would like to remind all residents 
to water their lawns as this is the winter dry season when we 
receive very little rainfall and it is necessary to water lawns 
and landscaping. You may be faced with an expensive sod 
replacement at the end of the season if you do not water.  
 
Also, our neighborhoods appearance is affected by how well 
our lawns are cared for.  A few facts about watering and the 
restrictions: 
 
On November 6, 2008 the water district administration 
issued the following notice to residents: 
 

Water Management District Tightens Water Restrictions in 
Hillsborough, Pasco, and Pinellas Counties 

 
Extremely low water supplies in storage as region enters dry season. 
 
The Southwest Florida Water Management District's Governing Board 
voted Tuesday, October 28, 2008, to tighten water restrictions for all 
of Hillsborough, Pasco, and Pinellas Counties. 
 
The Governing Board has enacted these additional measures at the 
request of Tampa Bay Water, the region's wholesale water supplier.  
Tampa Bay Water requested the District's assistance because its 
water supplies have not returned to pre-drought conditions.

Verizon – FIOS Work 

 
Many Lake Heron residents have contracted with Verizon to have fiber optic TV and data 
service cable installed.  Verizon hires independent contractors to actually lay the cable from 
their central distribution boxes into your residence.  In many cases they have to shoot the 
cable underneath a driveway or sidewalk to get from the distribution box, which might be in 
a neighbor’s yard, to your house.  
We’ve experienced several broken irrigation pipes and severed irrigation wires from the 
work done by Verizon’s subcontractors.  One contractor actually drove the fiber optic cable 
through a resident’s sewer pipe completely plugging it up.   
 
Verizon is responsible for correcting these problems.  Unfortunately your association has had 
to pay for some of the irrigation repairs because the resident didn’t report the problem to 
Verizon.  Sometimes the damage isn’t to the resident’s system, but to a neighbor’s.  
 
If you have Verizon install fiber optic cable to your home please test your irrigation system 
when they finish, hopefully that same day.  Ask your neighbor to test their system if the 
ground work went through their yard.  If something doesn’t work right you should report 
the damage to Verizon at 1-866-914-6616.  They will repair the damage.

In addition to continuing to restrict lawn watering to one day per week, the new water shortage order calls for local 
governments to strictly enforce the rules.  Additional restrictions include: 
 

 Restricting the time for hand-watering or micro-irrigation for non-lawn landscaping to before 8:00 a.m. or after 
6:00 p.m. 

 Postponing turf-grass renovation, such as replacing lawns and taking other appropriate steps to avoid an increase in 
lawn or landscape water use. 

 Reducing the 60-day allowance for new plant establishment.  During days 31-60, only every-other day watering is 
allowed. 

 Reducing the time aesthetic fountains and waterfalls may operate from eight hours to four hours per day. 
 Requiring water utilities and other local enforcement officials to increase their enforcement efforts, including 

requirements to respond to citizen complaints and issue citations without having first issued a warning. 
 
The Tampa Bay Region is still impacted from two years of drought resulting in more than 16 inches of rainfall deficit for the 
past 24 months.  All of the water resources have declined rapidly during the first month of the dry season, and the U.S. 
Drought Monitor shows the region in abnormally dry-to-moderate drought conditions.  While groundwater levels are at the 
bottom of normal ranges, all major rivers in the District are below normal and lakes continue to be one to four feet below 
normal.  Moreover, forecasts are calling for drier-than-normal conditions through next spring.  Everyone must work together 
to conserve our water resources and water supply until such time as normal rainfall conditions return. 
 

Do Your Part - Conserve Water - It's a Drought 
 

Of special note is that these restrictions apply only to general lawn and 
landscaping. You may still water small landscape areas with drip style or micro style 
irrigation techniques as often as you like as long as they are during the times specified in 
the above restriction. For example, I have a flower bed with plants that I irrigate every 
other day near my front door. I use a micro irrigation system that I have controlled by a 
timer to water before 8:00 AM.  Meanwhile I have my lawn watering timer set to water 
before 8:00AM on Thursday mornings as this is the day designated by my street address 
for general lawn and landscape irrigation. – Pete Bonke 
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Gardening in Florida  - by Ruth Copeland  
 
My Christmas cactus proved once again to be 
a holiday cactus, blooming about 
Thanksgiving time.  I let it dry out between 
watering, that’s one of the secrets to growing 
all cacti.  Although this plant is over ten years 
old it still blooms prolifically, but drops its 
blooms just before Christmas. 
 
In the Dec/Jan issue of Florida Gardening 
magazine appeared an alarming article about 
the insect Thrips.  It was written by Doug 
Caldwell, PhD., at the University of Florida 
Extension Service.   Chili Thrips have invaded 
Florida.  They are attacking plumbago, Indian 
Hawthorn and about 15 other well known 
plants.  Look for deformed young leaves that 
curl & shed, for new growth that has 
thickened plastic looking leaves, or buds that 
become brittle and drop before blooming. 
Adult Chili Thrips are tiny and are more  

 
 
abundant during our drought season.  One 
possible solution was suggested by Professor 
Caldwell.  A foliar (leaf) feeding, or a soil 
application of any product containing 
Imidacloprid should provide best results. 
Professor Caldwell says that “…plumbago, 
once a low maintenance plant species has now 
become high maintenance, and will have 
fewer blue flowers.”

DEED RESTRICTIONS 
 
Deed restrictions are something that many of us must live by when we live in today’s modern communities.  Deed 
Restrictions are in place to help protect the investment you and your neighbors have made in your homes.  Here 
are some points to keep in mind regarding Deed Restrictions. 
 
When you closed on your home you agreed that you received a copy of, have read, understand, and promise to 
obey your Deed Restrictions.  This is the stance that the Courts take when they are dealing with lawsuits involving 
Deed Restrictions.  This is why it is important for you to know and understand your Deed Restrictions. 
 
Here is some information to help you better understand your Deed Restrictions. 
 
The Most important section of your Deed Restrictions is the section that deals with Use Restrictions and can 
usually be found in The Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions.  In particular take a look at 
ARCHITECTURAL, MAINTENANCE AND USE RESTRICTIONS.  This article covers your responsibilities 
regarding the maintenance and upkeep of your home and the restrictions that are in place.  As an example, one of 
those restrictions deals with parking of your vehicles.  Cars are to be parked either in the garage or on the 
driveway.  No vehicles are to be parked in the streets or on the grass. 
 
It is suggested that each homeowner review your Deed Restrictions once a year to keep them fresh in your mind.
