Maintenance Scheduled for 2009 
 
While the timing of maintenance projects for this year is not set in cement, we do have a general 
idea of what, and when, special projects will be done. 
 
The four year project to trim the oak trees will be finished this spring. The oak trees on Woodstork 
and Snowy Egret will be trimmed in early March, or by April. 
 
In June we plan to re-seal the street surface of Woodstork, Gray Tern Ct. and Snowy Egret. 
 
In July we expect to trim all the palm trees, and perform our annual inspection of roofs on Aaron 
Ct. and Clubside Loop.  In October we spray wash the buildings.   
 
In November we repaint one quarter of the individual residential front doors.  From time to time 
other small projects come up due to unforeseen problems, but the work outline above is what we 
have planned for in 2009. 

 
 

Tree Trimming Project 
 
In March we will finish up the four year project 
to trim trees in Lake Heron.  The first three 
years concentrated on oak trees planted on 
Aaron Ct., Clubside Loop and Lake Heron 
Drive.  As the developer moved toward 
completion of Lake Heron he switched from 
oak trees to a variety of deciduous trees on 
Woodstork, Gray Tern and Snowy Egret.  The 
tree trimming project will not be limited to oak 
trees on those two streets.  All large trees in the 
front yards on Woodstork, Gray tern and Snowy 
Egret will be thinned out, except for pine trees 
and palm trees.   Pine trees don’t need trimming 
and palm trees are trimmed each year as a part 
of another project. A few backyards also have 
trees to be trimmed. 
If you live on Woodstork,  Snowy Egret or 
Gray Tern and do not want your tree trimmed 
please call Ruth Copeland at 948-0854.  Our 
tree contractor is a licensed arborist and quite 
knowledgeable about how various tree species 

 
 
should be trimmed.  He is from that school of 
arborist who believe that radical trimming is 
inadvisable, and trees should be thinned only to 
prevent dangerous wind loads and promote 
good health of the tree.

Well I am an animal lover and I think armadillos are quite cute.  So I got a tickle out of 
the little guy all snuggled up in his burrow while I soaked in my hot tub.

Armadillos are small animals, known for having a leathery shell. The word armadillo is 
Spanish for "little armored one". 

There are approximately 20 species of armadillo, some of which are distinguished by 
the number of bands on their armor. Their average length is about 75 centimeters (30 
in), including tail; the In the United States, the sole resident armadillo is the Nine-
banded Armadillo (Dasypus novemcinctus), which is most common in the central 
southernmost states, particularly Texas. Their range is as far east as South Carolina 
and Florida and as far north as Nebraska; they have been consistently expanding their 
range over the last century due to a lack of natural predators and have been found as 
far north as Illinois and Indiana. 

Most people have told me they consider them a nuisance because of the way they 
disturb the mulch and make the little indents. In fact I have even heard of some 
disturbed souls deliberately running them over when they cross the highway. I was a 
more than a little concerned about how we would get along with the new guest and for 
several weeks considered what my alternatives were. Then something happened. The 
ants disappeared! The little guy was apparently nosing around the yard enough to find 
all of their nests and eat the eggs. I no longer having to spray or put terro out! Isn’t life 
grand! 

Well! In my mind this little guy is more than paying his rent. Now I’m trying to think 
about what I can do to make him more comfortable so he will stick around. Maybe I’ll 
put a little sign over the entrance to his hole that says “Welcome.”
