April 2008 
 
1. The meeting was called to order at 7PM by the President.  
 
2. All directors were present.  
 
3. Notice of the meeting was posted on both bulletin boards 48 hours prior to the meeting.  
 
4. A motion was made by B. Sumbury and seconded by M. Corso to approve the minutes of the March meeting 
without reading. The motion passed 5-0. M. Lisk requested an email dated 3/22/08 sent by J.Copeland to all Lake 
Heron Board members regarding absentee owners be added to the minutes. It was agreed to add the information 
to the April minutes.  
 
5. Committee Reports:  
 

President -No report. Finance -No report. Treasurer - Assets and liabilities are equal ($427,966.25).  The 
full report is on file. 
Grounds - Members were reminded of regulations related to use of the green waste pile near the park. 
The waste pile was recently removed at a cost of about $1,000. Designated oak tree trimming will occur 
in late April or early May.  Full report on file.  
Architectural Control Committee -A satellite dish has been erected on a pole in the community without 
approval. A motion was made by B. Sumbury and seconded by B. Kawczynski to not allow dishes on 
poles in the future. All were in favor.
