The units on the Lake own to the
center of the Lake and as such have ownership rights to the
fishing and water itself. As a result please have the courtesy to
ask these unit owner’s their permission before making use of their
land or their part of the Lake. That’s just being a good neighbor.

Be aware and watchful of the goings on around our community.
We are not gated and do not have expensive security services.
Therefore, we should be more aware of our neighbors and their
property. Do not hesitate to call the sheriff if suspicious people are
spotted in the park, cutting through your neighbor’s yard, or doing
anything else that’s suspect. That’s just being a good neighbor.
