New Alligator

The lake has a new alligator. This one is about 2 feet long and perhaps 2 years old. Alligators are helpful in
maintaining our lake. They clean up dead or dying fish and keep the duck and turtle population under control.

The Division of Hunting and Game Management reports that alligators less than four feet long are not a problem,
or threat to people, or pets. The Division says “Alligators less than four feet long are naturally fearful of people
and are not generally capable of eating anything larger than a small turtle. They eat small fish, frogs, and other
small animals. They are too small to be a threat to even small pets and pose no threat to people.”

In the winter season alligators den up in holes at the water line in the banks of the lake. They may only eat when
the daily temperature is above 70 degrees. They are most active when the temperature is in the 82 — 92 degree
range. They use the sun to warm up their bodies and may be seen occasionally on the lake bank when the
temperature is above 80 degrees. When the air temperature drops below 50 degrees they will den up and become
dormant. You should always use caution when you see an alligator on the bank. Usually it will return to the
water as soon as it sees you. But regardless of the size, you should never approach an alligator.
